Summary of Procedures Candidates Must Follow to Obtain

Specialty Board Recognition as a Child Language Specialist

Qualifications: 
1) Applicants must currently hold and maintain the ASHA Certificate of Clinical Competence in Speech-Language Pathology.
                       2) Within the past 10 years prior to submitting an application, the individual must have been employed as an ASHA certified Speech-Language Pathologist on either a full-time basis for five years, or part-time basis for the equivalent five years.
Step 1.  Applicant registers intent to apply for Specialty Recognition in Child Language with the Specialty Board on Child Language (SBCL) using Form 2001-01: Intent to Apply for Specialty Recognition in Child Language. Applicant, using the address indicated on the form, submits $50 nonrefundable registration fee (made payable to SBCL) with Form 2001-01.
Step 2.  The Specialty Board in Child Language acknowledges receipt of the Intent to Apply form and registration fee. The Applicant receives a password to access and download the Manual of Policies and Procedures from www.childlanguagespecialist .

Step 3. Applicant is contacted by an SBCL representative who will serve as the contact person for the applicant.
Step 4.  Applicant prepares the Application for Specialty Recognition in Child Language using Form 2001-02: Application for Specialty Board Recognition. The SBCL representative is available to answer questions.
Step 5.  Applicant assembles all application documents identified in the Manual of Policies and Procedures (e.g., Continuing Education documentation, ASHA CCC documentation, Statement of Philosophy, Clinical Case Studies or Alternative Documentation of Advanced Knowledge, etc.).
Step 6.  Applicant sends entire Application for Specialty Recognition in Child Language in the form of one (1) original and two (2) blind copies to the Specialty Board on Child Language along with the application fee of $250 made payable to SBCL. (The application fee is nonrefundable unless denied; $100 to be retained for processing fees for denied applications.) The application materials should be mailed to the address indicated on the Application form.
Step 7.  The SBCL ensures completeness of the Application and communicates same to the applicant.  The SBCL will verify the applicant’s active clinical certification status (CCC-SLP) with ASHA.  In cases where components of the application are missing, the SBCL will communicate same to the applicant who then will have 30 calendar days to insure completeness of the application.  
Step 8.  The two (2) blind copies of the complete application are then forwarded to the SBCL for review.
